Abstracts should be no longer than 3000 characters (spaces included).

Each abstract should contain the title of the paper, the name and affiliation of the author(s) and the email
address to which correspondence should be addressed.

The deadline for abstract submission is 15" March 2014.

We remind you that presentations to the Conference will be limited to one communication per scholar in order
to avoid proposing a programme too dense. Furthermore, and depending on how many presentations we
receive, it is possible that a selection will have to be made by an ad hoc committee.

Afternoon session presentations must not exceed 20 minutes. Morning and plenary session papers should last
no longer than 30 minutes.
